About Lynn Campbell:   
Every year at this signature event, Astraea and friends celebrate the legacy of activist Lynn Campbell 
(1955-1984), supporter and friend of Astraea.  Among her achievements as a dynamic, young activist in 
the women’s, labor, and lesbian and gay movements, Lynn helped launch the first “Take Back the 
Night” event in 1978 (now an annual tradition in communities and college campus throughout the 
country) to build awareness of and protest violence against women.  Campbell was also co-producer of 
the Rate It X, a classic, provocative, and highly acclaimed documentary that provides an unflinching 
look at sexism, pornography, and violence against women in America.  When Lynn died of cancer in 
1984—at just 28 years old—a memorial fund was established at Astraea in honor of her leadership.  The 
Lynn Campbell Memorial Fund is a component of Astraea’s U.S. Grants Programs.
